2. The attorney for the Respondent parent shall contact the
County Department of Social Services to arrange for a reasonable time to review the
record.

3. Pursuant to N.C.G.S. 7B-302, the Department of Social Services shall not reveal the
name of the person reporting the alleged neglect or abuse or information which would
identify the reporter.



4. The release of this information is restricted for the purposes of representation of the
Respondent parent in Juvenile Court and shall not be further released for any other
purpose without further Order of this Court.

5. Attorney work product is not subject to this Discovery Order.

6. Any material except as specifically excluded herein which the

County Department of Social Services objects to releasing
to the attorney for the Respondent parent may be reviewed in camera by a District
Court judge to determine whether it should be subject to discovery.
